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Fees and scholarships

Course fees

International course fees for all levels of study are
detailed from page 57, and include the 2025 annual
(per year) international tuition fees and the Student
Services and Amenities Fee (SSAF).

The SSAF is a compulsory fee for JCU students and is
used to provide a range of student support services
and facilities. The SSAF is determined by the length
of study and is subject to change each year.

The annual international course fees are based on a
pro-rata of 24 credit points per year. Some degrees
may require more than the standard credit points.
The fees are in Australian dollars and may increase
each year.

Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC)
OSHC is insurance to assist international student visa
holders in meeting the costs of medical and hospital
care that may be needed while in Australia. Student
visa holders require OSHC for the duration of their
stay in Australia. Students can arrange their own
OSHC for their student visa application, or can
nominate JCU to arrange OSHC on their behalf.

Incidental and administration fees

Some courses have incidental and administration
fees for compulsory purchases not covered by your
tuition fee such as uniforms, safety equipment and
participation in course-related field trips.
